Production Ministry Opportunities

All positions on the Weekend Services Team serve on a team that serves one weekend every three weeks.  All Weekend Services Team Members are required to attend the Weekend Production Meeting (currently scheduled for 8:00 to 8:15 AM on Sundays) for the Sundays they serve.

Weekend Services Team
Audio
Front of House (FOH) Mixer – 1 person per week

The Front of House (FOH) Mixer is responsible for the audio mix for the house as well as the monitors on stage. Responsibilities include: set up, sound check, mixing monitors, sending appropriate signals to other sources and striking equipment. Knowledge of audio gain structure as well as experience as FOH experience and advanced training is needed to fulfill this position.  
Commitment: Lead and serve one of our three audio teams that serve once every three weeks.  Ensure stage and equipment is set and ready to go before the Weekly Production Meeting on Sunday morning and serve through both services.  The FOH mixer also is required to attend the Thursday night worship team rehearsals.

   Sundays 7:45 AM to 12:15 PM
FOH Audio Assistant  - 1 person per week

The FOH Audio Assistant assists the FOH Mixer in setup, sound check and mixing responsibilities. They are also available during the services to troubleshoot any problems that may arise. This is both an assistant role as well as a training role.  Some basic understanding of sound and music is needed for this entry-level opportunity; training will be provided.

Commitment: Will serve on one of our three audio teams that serve once every three weeks.  Help ensure that stage and equipment is set and ready to go before the Weekly Production Meeting on Sunday morning and serve through both services.  The FOH Assistant is also encouraged to attend the Thursday night worship team rehearsal.

Video
Video Director – 1 person per week

The Video Director is responsible for the overall quality of the video presentation for IMAG and video broadcast. The director will coordinate the efforts of the camera operators and CG operators to create the “video service” on the IMAG screens and for the service recordings.  The ability to multi-task, understand the equipment and how it is being used by each team member as well as follow the flow of the service is essential to the success of this position. Experience is necessary to fill the position and additional training will be provided.
